Police Authority & Neighbourhood Panel – Cllr G Alexander – Nothing to report from the Neighbourhood Panel and Cllr Alexander made the Council aware of the major cut backs happening in the Police.
Village Hall – Cllr M Shepherd – Nothing to report as no meeting
Club Rooms –Cllr Cousins – The majority of chairs held at the Clubrooms have now been given to local charities and the Council have been given permission from VCCA to dispose of the chairs held at the Clubrooms – Clerk to look into this. The District Valuer has looked at the Clubrooms and is to report back shortly. Having received the advice of the solicitors acting in connection with the sale of The Club Rooms, Horam. The Chairman proposed that Cllr Shepherd, Cllr Stedman and he become trustees along with Horam Parish Council as a corporate body of The Club Rooms, Horam. This was seconded and voted for unanimously. Parish Plan Implementation – Cllr V Roberts – Nothing to report
Rep for Youth – Cllr J Stanbridge – The Payback Team has started work on the concrete entrance to the Skatepark Area. The skate ramp already seems to have some damage – clerk to look into how much the Council has spent on the skate ramp since putting it up and also to report to the Courier that the repairs just done are the last the Council will do. The graffiti boards have been ordered – Cllr Stanbridge & clerk to liaise regarding installation.
Risk Assessments – Cllr Parkyn – Not in attendance
Allotments – Cllr G Alexander – Planning application is with WDC. Once planning decision has been made – a 3 way meeting between HPC, Allotment Committee & VHC should be arranged.
Website – Cllr Phillips – All ok, clerk to add Jon Harmers sponsor bike ride to front page of the website.
District and County Councillor Update – Cllr S Stedman – reported that Old Forge Cottage, Vines Cross, planning application is going to the planning committee next week. Cllr Stedman asked the clerk to re-add the names & addresses of Councillors to the notice board. Clerk to write to Cllr Dowling regarding the parking issue at Maynards Green School. Cllr Dowling informed the Council that all road safety plans have been shelved until further notice.

7. Chairman’s Report – Chairman spoke on the subject of the Vines Cross bench replacement – 3 quotes received however Cllr Knight is to get a further price from Tony Blackford (local resident). Cllr Stanbridge spoke for the veto and Cllr Stedman told the Council that it shouldn’t have that much of an affect on Horam. Cllr Dowling also spoke – saying the reason behind it was to bring decisions down to grass roots.
