2: DECLARATION OF INTEREST – None were declared
3: MINUTES OF PLANNING MEETING HELD ON 9th June 2010 were confirmed and signed as a true record.

4: NEW PLANNING APPLICATIONS  

WD/2010/1075/F – 3 Bridge Cottages, High Street, Horam – To amend conservatory approval and change to enlarged orangery – HPC recommends approval of this application, the vote for was unanimous
WD/2010/1305/F – 3 Wickerwood Cottages, North Corner, Horam – Single storey extension to extend sitting room and form entrance porce. First floor extension over kitchen/diner extension to form bedroom 4 and new pitched roof over former flat roof extension to rear – HPC has no objection to this application as long as material match existing, the vote for was unanimous
WD/2010/1225/F – Land adj Old Forge Cottage, Vines Cross – Proposed detached dwelling served by new vehicular access – HPC strongly recommends refusal of this application for the following reason: 1, Cramped form of design for the site, 2, There would be visibility splay problems, 3, It is backland development and garden grabbing, 4, There is no bio-diversity study regarding the hedge, 5, No amenity space for both properties, 6, Out of keeping with surround countryside setting, 7, Not enough parking for the amount of on road parking/traffic in the area, 8, It is felt there is poor access to the site due to on road parking opposite the access point. The vote against was unanimous
WD/2010/1223/F – Bridgelea, High Street, Horam – Demolition of outbuildings. Erection of a 3 person 2 bedroom ecohouse – HPC recommends refusal of this application. It is felt that there is insufficient parking. It will also overlook and overpower the next door neighbours property. It is out of keeping with surrounding properties & the village setting. It is felt that it is backland development and overdevelopment of a cramped site. The vote was 2 against the application, 1 for and 1 abstention
WD/2010/1313/F – Badgers Mount, Maynards Green - Removal of existing garage/store/games room and rebuild with roof alteration and moving of footprint by approx. 450mm – HPC recommends approval of this application, the vote for was unanimous
