1: APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE – M Cousins &J Stanbridge
2: DECLARATION OF INTEREST – Cllr Shepherd declared an prejudicial interest in WD/2010/0658/F as she lives along Chiddingly Road.
3: MINUTES OF PLANNING MEETING HELD ON 23rd August 2010 were confirmed and signed as a true record.

4: NEW PLANNING APPLICATIONS  
WD/2010/1696/F – Riverside Farm, Laundry Lane, Vines Cross – Change of use from agricultural land to equestrian sand school – PLEASE NOTE – THIS APPLICATION HAS NOW BEEN WITHDRAWN
WD/2010/1225/F – Land adj. Old Forge Cottage, Vines Cross – Proposed detached dwelling served by new vehicular access – HPC strongly recommend refusal of this application due to a number of reasons and stand by our previous reasons for recommending refusal – 1:HPC would like to draw the attention to the appeal refusal for the next door property ‘Threeway’ and the Highways Safety of the access – states ‘visibility is severely restricted southwards and that northward the standard is not ideal, due to garage forecourt and other parking. I am in no doubt that owing to restricted visibility and the abundant elements for driver distraction here (arising from the commercial garage and the road junction and Public House forecourt), the proposed access would be inherently dangerous and wholly unsatisfactory for the proposed development’ – as this development is adjoining and the access point has been moved further towards the boundary with this property – HPC feel that this should be taken into account when passing judgment on this application. 2: It is backland development and garden grabbing against Government PPS3 policy, 3: There is no bio-diversity study regarding the hedge, which we believe WDC feel is ‘an integral element of the street scene in this part of Horam’, 4: Insufficient amenity space for both properties, 5: Out of keeping with surround countryside setting,    6: Not enough parking for the amount of on road parking/traffic in the area, 7: Old Forge Cottage is thought to date back to the 1700's, the new building is some 50% large and would overshadow this historic cottage. The vote was taken and was 5 against with 1 abstention.
WD/2010/1941/FE – South Bank Nursery, Cowden Hall Lane, Vines Cross – Extension of time for WD/2008/2166/F – demolition of existing dwelling and erection of new dwelling – HPC have no objections to this application as long as it follows the previous plans – the vote was unanimous 
WD/2010/0658/F – Land adjacent to Horam Park Golf Club, Chiddingly Road, Horam – Construction of 9 No. dwellings – HPC recommend refusal of this application due to a number of reasons. 1, It is felt that there is not enough parking for a rural development - One plan shows 12 parking spaces and the other 14 – inconsistent plans, 2, Pavement is inadequate for the rural location – monies received by ESCC Highways should be spent on this if project goes ahead, 3, Too far out of the village – SHLAA suitable sites already indicant plots more appropriate closer to village centre, 4, Local school could be at full capacity so children would have to travel further.
