Parish Plan Implementation – Cllr V Roberts – Nothing to report.

Rep for Youth – Cllr J Stanbridge – The monies for the Graffiti Boards has been received, Clerk is awaiting 3 quotes for the installation. Cllr Stanbridge reported on the bad condition of the skatepark. Cllr Stanbridge & Cllr Parkyn form a working party to do a risk assessment on the skatepark. It was proposed that if the working party deems it necessary for work to be done as an emergency, they have upto £1000 to spend before next Full Council meeting. RESOLUTION – Working party to proceed with any emergency works needed to make skatepark safe for users upto £1000. The vote was 5 for and 3 abstentions. Cllr Stanbridge is also in talks with WDC regarding a free litter bin for the area. 
Risk Assessments – Cllr Parkyn – has forwarded a report on Vines Cross area to clerk.
Allotments – Cllr G Alexander – Cllr Cousins reported that a meeting between the Football Club, Allotment Association & HPC has happened. A map of the area has been marked with measurements. Clerk to liaise with Cllr Stedman & the Allotment Association regarding location of sheds & layout of allotments.
Website – Cllr Phillips – New website up and running, Cllr Phillips & Clerk trained to update website. It was noted that all businesses in the area could have a free notice of contact on the website. 
District and County Councillor Update – Cllr S Stedman – ESCC will be holding a meeting regarding landraise on 21st June, when they will consider a report on the landraise consultation. Cllr C Dowling – ESCC have a new chief executive, Beccy Shaw. There will be a £8.6m cut in 2010 and also a 20% grant reduction from the government next year.
Maynards Green School – Cllr L Parkyn – The number of children applying for places this year is very healthy and the school is expecting to be full next academic year. The school has exceeded targets.
0610-7. Chairman’s Report – The draft loan agreement for the Tennis Club loan has been received by the Clerk and forwarded to the Council. It was agreed that there be a clause to allow the loan to be extended to 6 years. Village Hall Committee – It was proposed and seconded that Horam Parish Council accepts the new signatories of the Horam Village Hall Committee as Michael Evans, Jon Harmer & Phil Williams and confirm new mandate for the Bank of Ireland account dated 3rd November 2010. RESOLUTION – New Village Hall Committee signatories are Michael Evans, Jon Harmer & Phil Williams. The Chairman asked for volunteers for the Parish Council table at the Fun Day on 11th July – Cllr Stedman volunteered and Clerk to contact PCSO to attend on HPC behalf also.
